5. School and community service, citizenship, and leadership will be considered in awarding this
scholarship.

6. If awarded a scholarship, you have ONE YEAR from the award date to claim this scholarship.

u Attach a one-page (single spaced) typed essay sharing a challenge you’ve experienced and how two or
more of the core values of Rotary assisted you in addressing this challenge (See qualification 4 above).

u Attach a copy of your High School transcript and proof of eligibility for graduation.

| Include two letters of recommendation. One from a school employee: teacher, counselor, or

administrator, and One from a community member expressing their recognition of your demonstration
of the core values of Rotary in your life. The candidate reference form can be used in lieu of a letter

format.
